With lhe lnlroducllon of tl1e A4 Document fomrnt 
in early January come significant changes when 
using some of U1ese fom1s. 

The- A4 Document Worklllg Party on 
recommcndallon from our Clicnls have coupled 
lhc following changes with tJ1e A4 Documenls lo 
enable further efficiencies lo be Introduced Iha! 
will be ofmulual benefit lo alfpartlcs conccmed. 

Cllcnls should especially nolc lhat lhc rcglslcrctl 
propriclor (fransferor etc) disposing ihc whole of 
1he cslale or inlcrest In a Certificate of Tille will no 
longer be required lo disclose lhc ndtlress. 

The lntroducilon of this change In r_raclicc s~ould 
alleviate lnslanccs Iha! crenlcd some uncertainly 
for our Clients and problems for the Slopped 

Document Seclion when dealing wilh Ilic fonner 
address of lhe regislercd proprielor. 

Any document lhal Is adding or amending a 
propriclor/propric1ors 011 the Ccrtilicale of Tille 
(I.e. Transferees clc), lhat proprlclor Is required io 
show an address lo which fulurc nollces can be 
SCIII. 

The inlroducllon of lhls lnitialive shoultl rcsull in 
the ucw p,oprictor disclosing an address lhat will 
not become obsolclc on the regislralion of a 
document (Transfer) ensuring lhnt If lhcrc arc 
Sinlulory' Notices lo be scnl by llils Office 
somellme In Ilic future lhe registered propriclor 
will recci ve lhem nl lhc currcnl address. 

The inst111c1lon and notes panels on lhe back of lhe 
forms have hccn cxlcndcd lo rcncct lhcsc changes. 
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NEW PRODUCT RELEASE - SURVEY INDEX PLANS 

December 1991 will be an historic 111011111 for 
DOLA and lhe Land Tllles Division. This month 
will sec U1e Introduction of a new map series. 
Several of U1e new Survey Index Plans (SIP) will 
go Into circulation signalling U1c C□lllmencclllent 
of U1e first new map series released by DOLA 
since U1e start of producllon of metric map sheets 
some twenty years ago. SIP's will now become 
DOLA's graphic base for providing survey 
information and will marry the existing high 
integrity Freehold Index Plan series wilh the 
Crown Keyshcet system. 111ese new plans will 
present for U1e first time the convenience of a 
Single Spatial Survey Search System whlcl1 caters 
forbotl1 Crown and Freehold tenure µlsclplines. 

Exlsllng Index Plans will remain In Ilic system and 
be upgraded wllh new crown surveys until they ar~ 
replaced w!lh SIP's. Kcyshecls will be 

· progressively superseded by new SIP's and their 
numbers further reduced by Internal rntionalisallon 

', 

procedures. 171c aim Is lo eventually replace both 
current syslcllls with a single comprehensive 
survey lnfomiation <lala sci. 

Visually !he ~lain difference between the ol<l Jndex 
Plans and the new SIP will be the colour of 
<lc<ilcate<l rQa<ls which arc now brown, privalc 
roads eolo11rlcss an<l the survey references which 
arc all In black text. TI1csc changes were made to 
bring !he colour scheme into line wiU1 U1c Public 
Plan system an<l lo alicvlalc previous resolution 
problems associated with microfilming red !ext. 

These new plans will slrcamlinc Uic provision of 
essential graphic ca<laslral an<l survey Information 
lo lnlemal and external users. 111cy will also have 
long tenn savings and convenience for DOLA with . 
respccl to belier access, filing and security; more 
efficient production and maintenance; greater 
coverage a11tl a reduction of map series and Iola! 
Maps heel numlicrs. 

IMAGE 2000 RAMPS UP 

· Since October 14, 1991, the orncc and 111c Data 
Centre Ply Ltd have been working together 
scanning Titles, Plans, Diagrams, Strata Plar1s and 
legal documents, and storing the rcsuftant 
computer images on Kodak's 14" opllcal disks. 

There arc two streams of Image capture; the 
lllstorlcal Data Capture of all llcms In the 
Register, and the ongoing capture of all 
Documents, Tllles and Surveys which Issue at the 
completion of dealing reglslrntlon. Images of 
these items arc available' wllhln 2 days of the 
Break Case funcUon, but currenlly, the capture 
process lakes less lhan 24 hours. 

As at December 13, 1991, about 30% of all Tille 
prints arc provided for by Image 2000, wlih the 

remaining copies serviced by microfilm of 
aperture cards. Within a few months, most of the 
ac!ivcly searched pans of the Register will be 
available lhmugh Image 2000. Dy !he mid<llc of 
92, we can look forward to a consistent waiting 
time for searches of about 10 minutes, and 
certainly no more lhnn 30 minutes, even in the 
busiest limes. 

As new developments occur, further no I lees about 
the Register 2000 Projecl will be Issued. We
