1. Bringing forward Section 27A TP&D Act easements and Section
12A TP&D Act notifications

The Town Planning and Development Act 1928 (TPDA) was repealed on 9 April 2006 and
replaced by the Planning and Development Act 2005 (PDA).

Easements formerly created under section 27A of the TPDA may now be created under
section 167 PDA, and notifications formerly created under section 12A of the TPDA may now
be created under section 165 PDA.

The Registrar of Titles has recently received legal advice that is contrary to that adopted at
the time DLI were transitioning across from the TPDA to the PDA.

The transitional provisions of the PDA did not mention section 27A easements or section 12A
notifications and did not provide that references to those easements and notifications were to
be replaced by references to section 167 easements or section 165 notifications.

Therefore, easements originally created under section 27A of the TPDA and notifications
originally created under section 12A of the TPDA before the repeal of the TPDA should still
be referred to in the same manner on plans, diagrams, certificates of title and so on, even if
those plans, diagrams and certificates of title are replaced or superseded by new or
amended versions. In other words, they should be described as Section 27A TPDA
easements and Section 12A notifications.

From the date of this Notice the references on deposited and strata plans, particularly within
the interests and notifications schedule, to Section 27A easements and Section 12A
notifications must be made where they have been created before the repeal of the TPDA.
They should not be changed to refer to section 167 or section 165 respectively of the PDA.

This notice supersedes any previous advice on this issue. An amended Interests and
Notifications ready reference showing the correct form for bringing forward Section 27A
easements and Section 12A natifications is attached.



2. Laneways - wording on subdivision conditional approval

There has been some confusion recently about planning conditions that refer to “rear
laneways” as to whether they are to be dedicated roads or private or public rights of way
(ROW). The laneways were sometimes specified to be a minimum of 6.001 metres in width
because this was the restriction placed on dedication of roads under Section 295 (5) of the
Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1960 (LG(MP)A). Since section 168 of the
Planning and Development Act 2005 (which corresponds to certain repealed sections of the
LG (MP) A) does not have a minimum width planning conditions will ordinarily specify
whether the laneway is to be dedicated as a road or vested as a ROW.

Any further queries, or clarification on the intention of specific conditions, should be directed
to the relevant planning officer at DPI.

3. Depicting encroachments on plans

The following new provisions concerning the depiction of encroachments on plans have been
introduced after a series of consultative meetings between DLI and industry representatives.

If part of a building, wall or other significant improvement is built such that it crosses over the
boundary between the subject land and an abutting lot, the encroachment must be recorded
on the plan. Connections to buildings, walls and other types of significant improvements that
are close to, but do not cross over, the boundary of the subject land may be recorded on the
plan at the surveyor’s discretion.

This paragraph is to be inserted into the Strata Titles Manual Chapter 12 Item 12.60 with
respect to survey-strata plans, and added to Land Titles Registration Practice Manual
Paragraph 6.3.1 immediately after the last paragraph on page 6-9 (begins with “Before a
strata plan ..."”) and the last sentence of that paragraph to be amended by deleting all the text
after the word “erected”. The Survey and Plan Practice Manual Chapter 9 to be amended by
adding the above text as new paragraph 9.315 titled “Encroachments, Building Connections”
to sit between existing paragraphs 9.310 and 9.320.

Revised editions of these manuals are currently being prepared and will be available soon.
DLI regrets the delay since advising of the revisions in Notice to Surveyors T5/2006 dated 7

4. Street Addresses in CSD files

A Property Street Address (PSA) consists essentially of a house or lot number, a road name
and a locality. CSD files contain fields for the first two of these attributes for each polygon.
The locality is predetermined by SmartPlan.

DLI is responsible for ensuring that there is a PSA for all relevant properties in WA, and there
are procedures in place for DLI to approve road names and to allocate house numbers when
subdivisions occur.

The following new provisions concerning house numbering on new subdivisions by surveyors
have been introduced after a series of consultative meetings between DLI and industry
representatives. There is no proposed change to the current procedures for approving road
names.

DLI have a maximum 20 working day turnaround from lodgement of each Deposited Plan
(DP) for allocating house numbers and linking to the approved road name i.e. finalising the
street address.
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For surveyors who don't need or want house numbers before lodging the DP, there is no
change to current procedures.

For surveyors who need or want house numbers before lodging the DP, there are two
options:

Option 1. Allocate house numbers using the published procedures (currently being revised)
and submit as a CSD file to DLI for validation in conjunction with approval of road names.
After validation the street addresses can be used in any marketing schemes and then
included in the CSD file when lodging the DP. This option is valid for all LG areas except
Wanneroo, Stirling, Joondalup and Melville - in which cases the surveyor must make a
request for house numbers direct to the LG. DLI will be available for advice in problematic
cases.

Option 2. Request DLI to allocate house numbers. This can be done at the same time as
approval of road names and DLI will respond quickly to such a request. Include the street
addresses in the CSD file when lodging the DP.

5. Re-fit to Midland Customer Service Hall to create One-Stop-Shop

A major re-fit to DLI's Midland customer service hall commencing on 8 September, means
that customers will need attend just one service counter instead of several customised
service points, to undertake all your land and property business.

DLI's customer service professionals are undergoing training to facilitate a seamless service
and enable them to provide information on land titles, surveys, maps and aerial photography;
receive lodged documents; register titles; and give advice on the titles process.

The revamped customer service hall, due for completion in December 2006, will have
consulting work stations for customers with detailed requirements, a general consultation
room, a conference room and new facilities for customers undertaking survey searches.

The works will require DLI to close-off some counter space and to help minimise
inconvenience to visiting customers, details of proposed works and anticipated disruptions
will be displayed near the information desk.

Customers will be advised of the changes and possible disruptions through leaflets, emails,
web-site updates as well as regular consultation through, industry groups and our account
managers.

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6. Field Books, Crown Surveys and Key Sheets to Become More
Accessible

Field books, Crown surveys and key sheets held on microfiche at Midland, are to become
more accessible which must be good news to surveyors.

The information, which includes approximately 1.3 million images, is being scanned into a
digital format.

Once the information has been digitised, customers will be able to carry out searches at their
desk or in the field.

The work is expected to take around 12 to 18 months. In the meantime DLI will consult with
the industry to determine suitable storage and access methods for the information.

7. Digital delivery of searches

DLI are currently running a pilot for the e-mail delivery of existing digitally held information.
McMullen Nolan and Partners and Cottage & Engineering Surveys are currently testing the
newly developed e-mail service with great success. The service is expected to be available
to all Land Enquiry users from Thursday 31 August. When you order surveys, titles or
documents through Land Enquiry, you can opt to have these delivered as PDFs to your
default e-mail or enter an e-mail address. The PDF surveys are much easier to read than
the fax versions, and can be saved for future reference.

Existing account holders will automatically get access to e-mail delivery when it is given
general release on Thursday 31st August. It will appear as their default delivery option.
Users can permanently set an e-mail address by ensuring that they add an e-mail address in
Landgate — My Details section.

8. Geodetic survey mark feedback

DLI wishes to thank all companies who continue to provide feedback on the status and
condition of geodetic survey marks, for the benefit of all users of the State Geodetic Network.
DLI would like to encourage more companies to support this initiative and is currently offering
an incentive of a monthly prize of a $100 Coles Myer Gift Card to be drawn from the
feedback forms submitted.

9. E-lodgement of field books

Surveyors are requested to include the field book number in the subject line of the e-mail
when lodging pFBs and eFBs. This information will enhance the efficiency of DLI staff when
determining if a specific field book has been lodged. Please refer to Appendix 6 of the
Survey and Plan Practice Manual and the guidelines in the ePlan Kit on Landgate Survey
Channel.
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10. Availability and procedure to search CSD files from DLI

Extracts of the Spatial Cadastral Database (SCDB) from the lodged and integrated layers
over any specified spatial extent are available in CSD format for $82 + GST. This covers the
cost of extraction with no charge for the data.

CSD files of specific DPs or survey-strata plans are also available for a flat fee of $82 + GST.
Generally only the latest CSD file submission (see figure 1) will be provided because it is the
most reliable and in most cases it will include corrections to errors discovered in the lodged
file during the plan audit.

DLI recommends that the lodged or integrated layer (as applicable) extract is the most
reliable method of obtaining a CSD file that agrees with the relevant plan, and which also
contains dimensions from subsequent abutting subdivisions.

It is important to be aware that plan CSD files come in a variety of coordinate systems.
Watch for P (for plane coords), T (for Transverse Mercator (i.e. “real world” grid coords)), and
G (for geographicals i.e. latitude and longitude) in record 1 (see figure 1). T coords will
generally be most useful, and G coords are to be avoided unless you are sure the systems
you are using can import the file properly. Generally CSD Editor users will not experience
any problems, but WESCOM Capture can’t import a geographical file.

When extracting data from the SCDB, it is always important to check the spatial accuracy of
the points in the area of interest. Large parts of the State, including much of the metropolitan
area, have not yet been spatially upgraded, and most surveys lodged before 1995 did not
include digital data. Line dimensions in such areas may not reflect the latest survey
information.

1. Specify the DP number in the " Area of Interest/Mapsheet " space,

2. Specify the PROJECTION required by ticking the appropriate box,

3. Tick the “Lodged Layer” box on the Cadastre Family line,

4. Tick the "CSD" box in the Cadastre Format line.

For an SCDB extract from the integrated layer (also called approved layer):
1. Specify the DP number in the " Area of Interest/Mapsheet " space,

2. Specify the PROJECTION required by ticking the appropriate box,

3. Tick the “Cadastral” box on the Cadastre Family line,

4, Tick the "CSD" box in the Cadastre Format line.

For a CSD file of a specific plan:

1. Specify the DP number in the " Area of Interest/Mapsheet " space,

2. Specify the PROJECTION required by ticking the appropriate box, and
3. State “CSD file export from SMP Browse Survey” in the Special Instructions line.

Surveyors are requested to advise DLI if they find any errors in the digital data with which
they are supplied. DLI will provide a corrected CSD file at no extra charge.
